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BIRDWATCHING / AVISTAMIENTO DE AVES

On 16 June at 11:57 a.m., the Ecology team formed by Carmen Soto,
Daniel Auccayllo and Richard Acufia, was heading to Km 108 in Machu
Picchu, where the Andean Bear Rescue Center is located. They were
observing birds on their way and, when approaching Vilanota River, a pair
of Andean gulls (01 male and 01 female) appeared. It is the only gull in the
highlands, these are generally found in small groups near water, but they
also fly over wastelands and ravines. They feed from insects caught on
fields and prairies, and also when flying. Their habit is next to rivers and
marshes at 3000-4500m.a.s.l., though in winter can go down to areas of
2000m.a.s.l. and even sea level. It nests in disperse and isolated colonies.
Its distribution range goes from Northern Ecuador to Northern Chile,
passing through all the Peruvian highlands. The total population is
esteemed in 50.000 couples, most of these found in Southern Peru and
Chile. The Andean Gull is a Charadriiforme bird species from the Larida
family.

From June 1 to 30, between 6:00 a.m. and 16:00 p.m., two male, two
female and one juvenile Andean Cocks of the Rocks (Rupicola Peruviana)
were spotted at orchid trails | and Il, entrance, lobby, dining room, blocks
20, 30, 40, 50, 60, 70, 80, 90, sacred rock, camping, tea house, Andean
Bear Rescue Center, railway km 108-109, and the Andean Bear
Semicaptivity Program. The male and female were seen perched and eating
fruits: Nectandra furcata “Yanay Argoz", Inga adenophylla

“Pacaemono”, Chamaedorea pinnatifrons “Palmera tipo bambu", Myrsine
pseudocrenata “Chalanque”, Heliconia sp. “platanillo” It habitates in cloud
forests, it belongs to the Cotingidae family, and is noticeable for its
live-red plumage.

Con fecha 16 de junio a las 11:57 a.m., el equipo de Ecologia compuesto
por Carmen Soto, Daniel Auccayllo y Richard Acufia, se dirigia al Km 108
de Machu Picchu, donde se encuentra el Centro de Rescate del Oso Andino.
Observaban las aves en el trayecto y, la altura del rio Vilcanota, aparecié un
par de gaviotas andinas (macho y hembra). Se trata de la tnica gaviota que
se encuentra en la sierra; generalmente se le ve en grupos chicos, cerca al
agua, aunque vuela sobre paramos y quebradas. Se alimenta de insectos
que atrapa en sembrios y praderas, también de insectos que atrapa al
vuelo. Habita en lagunas, rios y bofedales entre los 3.000 a 4.500 msnm,
pero en invierno puede bajar a zonas de 2000 msnm e incluso al nivel del
mar. Anida en colonias dispersas y aisladas, a veces cerca de lagunas
pequefas y alejadas. Su distribucion va desde el norte de Ecuador, por toda
la sierra peruana, hasta el norte de Chile. La poblacion total se estima en
50.000 parejas, la mayoria en el sur del Pert y en Chile.

La gaviota andina es una especie de ave Charadriiforme de la familia

It was found perched and
eating fruits: Nectandra furcata "Yanay Argoz", Inga adenophylla "Pacae-
mono”, Chamaedorea pinnatifrons "Palmera tipo bambu", Myrsine
pseudocrenata “Chalanque”, Heliconia sp. “platanillo”. The Andean Motmot
is known for its long and gradual tail, with central feathers with the shape
of a racket that are moved as a pendulum.
