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BIRDWATCHING / AVISTAMIENTO DE AVES

On August 21 at 18:05 p.m., in the Alccamayo river (Time Keeper ITMPPH),
Carmen Soto and Fabiola La Rosa from the Ecology team, observed a couple of
Lyre-tailed Nightjars (male and female). These were found resting over stones,
camouflaged by the color of the rock, moving from one place to another. These
birds are locally known as “gallinaciegas”, they are nocturnal, medium-sized,
with large and pointy wings, short legs and a very short beak, and they nest on
the ground. They are also known as “chotacabras” (goat suckers), due to the
wrong belief that this bird feeds from goat's blood. Spread all over the world,
they are active from dusk until dawn. Insectivorous (feeding mostly from
nocturnal butterflies and large flying insects). Feathers are a good camouflage
that keeps them unnoticed amid tree branches, where it poses, or vegetation.

Center, railway km 108-109, and the Andean Bear Semicaptivity Program. The
male and female were seen perched and eating fruits: Nectandra furcata
"Yanay Argoz", Inga adenophylla "Pacaemono”, Chamaedorea pinnatifrons
“Palmera tipo bambu", Myrsine pseudocrenata “Chalanque”, Heliconia sp.
"platanillo” It habitates in cloud forests, it belongs to the Cotingidae family,
and is noticeable for its live-red plumage.

From August 1 to 31, between 6:00 a.m. and 18:00 p.m., six specimens of
Andean Motmot (Momotus aequatoralis) were spotted at orchid trails | and Il
entrance, lobby, dining room, blocks 20, 30, 40, 50, 60, 70, 80, 90, sacred rock,
camping, tea house, Andean Bear Rescue Center, railway km 108-109, and the
Andean Bear Semicaptivity Program. It was found perched and eating fruits:
Nectandra furcata "Yanay Argoz", Inga adenophylla “Pacaemono”, Chamaedo-
rea pinnatifrons "Palmera tipo bambu”, Myrsine pseudocrenata “Chalanque”,
Heliconia sp. "platanillo”. The Andean Motmot is known for its long and gradual
tail, with central feathers with the shape of a racket that are moved as a
pendulum.

Con fecha 21 de Agosto, a horas 18:05 p.m., en el rio Alccamayo (altura de
Time keeper del ITMP), el equipo de Ecologia: Carmen Soto y Fabiola La Rosa,
observaron a una pareja de chotacabras (macho & hembra), se encontraban
posando sobre las piedras, camufladas con el color de la piedra, logramos
avistarlas cuando estas chotacabras se movian de un lugar a otro, aves
conocidas también como gallinaciegas, son nocturnas de tamafio mediano,
con las alas largas y puntiagudas, patas cortas y pico muy corto, anidan en el
suelo. Se les denomina chotacabras, debido a la creencia equivocada, de que
chupaban la leche de las cabras (chotar: significa mamar). Estan distribuidas
en todo el mundo, son activos por la tarde y al anochecer y en las primeras
horas de la mafiana (al amanecer), son insectivoros (se alimentan principalmen-
te de mariposas nocturnas e insectos voladores grandes). El plumaje es
altamente mimético y se confunde bien con la corteza de las ramas de los
arboles donde se posa o en el suelo entre la vegetacion y la hojarasca, especie
conocida como:
